English
We have read our class book called The Stone Age Boy by Satoshi Kitamura. From that, the children have described a scene, completed a true or false chart and explained how the two main characters felt at different points in the story. Today, they wrote a diary imagining that they had been transported back into the Stone Age.
At the start of every lesson, the children have learnt how to write noun phrases and they have practised their spelling and handwriting.
Maths
In maths this week the children have continued to explore the place value of three digit numbers. They have done this through adding and subtracting 10 and 100 from a number. We have also looked at number sequences and rounding to the nearest 10.
Topic
We began by learning how our calendars are split into BC and AD. Outside the hall in school there is a timeline painted on the wall that I could show the children so that they could get a better understanding of how the dating works.
After that, we looked at the Stone Age in more detail through watching videos, trying to replicate cave art and going outside and pretending to be hunter-gatherers.
RE
Our next topic in RE is Called by God. We discussed who asks us to do things and the type of thing they ask us to do. We took this further by thinking how we would feel is someone asked us to do something really important. Finally, the children illustrated a paper mobile phone with ideas of what God is asking us to do.

We completed swimming and team games in PE this week.
