English
We have spent the week writing our own version of the Stone Age Boy. During the early part of the week, we wrote the story one paragraph at a time. Yesterday and today we wrote a whole new version from start to finish.
Next week, we will move on to non-fiction and create an information leaflet about the Stone Age, Bronze Age and Iron Age.
Maths
We have continued the measuring theme all this week, making sure that we understood how to use our rulers accurately.
All the children have now been given login details for Times Tables Rock Stars. If at all possible, please encourage your child to access this resource so that they can be even better at recalling their times table facts. Currently, the system is set up for the 2x, 5x, 10x and the 3x tables. Any new tables learnt in the future will be added. 
Topic
We moved on to look at the Iron Age. We discovered that in this era the Celtic people lived in tribes in hill forts. An example of this is Maiden Castle in Dorset where archaeologists have discovered some fascinating remains. 
After writing down some facts and watching a couple of short, information videos, the children made their own roundhouse which would have been a popular dwelling at that time.
RE
We looked at our first prophet, Moses. We asked and answered the questions who, what, where, when and why. The children drew a picture in their books showing how God called him all those years ago.
Science
After looking at pushes and pulls last week, this week we considered faster and slower. The children completed an experiment with a toy car to see how surfaces can affect speed.
PE
We completed swimming and handball in PE this week.
