Dear Parents
English
Our unit of work in English for the next couple of weeks is Biography. This week the children have learnt about and collected facts for the fossil hunter Mary Anning. They have also completed a fact sheet about Walter Tull. Next week, I will show the children how to write a biography using Mary Anning facts and they will follow the same pattern and structure but use the life of Walter Tull as inspiration.
Maths
We have begun a new unit of work about multiplication, and specifically, 2 digits x 1 digit.
At the end of the week, the children tackled problems relating to this topic.
Each lesson started with daily maths and on a couple of the days we practised our times tables.
RE
This week’s lesson began with the children making paper aeroplanes. Afterwards, we held a mini flying competition before looking at an organisation that has been called by God to help some of the remotest communities in the world. The charity is called MAF and they fly little planes to scattered communities bringing health, food, education and God’s word.
Computing
The children worked in pairs to create a PowerPoint presentation all about earthquakes and volcanoes.
Science
We had a fun and practical afternoon on Monday this week. The children had a go at creating their own fossils, observing two different types of soil and hunting for fossils (lego pieces in a sand pit!)
Anti-bullying week
On Tuesday, we discussed how to be more kind, and after our discussion, the children were given a piece of paper to make something for someone else. It was lovely to see all the children carefully thinking about what to write and draw and who to give their finished pieces to.
PE
We completed swimming and circuit training in PE this week.
