English
We have started to read our class book The Spy who loves school dinners by Pamela Butchart. So far, we have found synonyms for words, predicted what will happen in the story, put ourselves in the shoes of the main characters and created our own main character so that we can eventually write our own versions. Our grammar focus this week has been on complex sentences.
Maths
Our learning has concentrated on adding and subtracting 1, 10 and 100 from a number, paying particular attention to when the answer crossed the 10s and 100 barriers.
We have also started to learn the 8 times table.
Topic
The topic for this half term is Enterprise and it will combine many areas of learning. The children will work in groups to create their own ‘companies’ that will make healthy snacks to be sold. In this week’s lesson, I outlined the topic to the class so that they could start thinking about company names and logos.
Computing
Each child logged on to their own laptop, learnt how to open a Word document, type three simple sentences and log off.
RE
Our new topic is all about Jesus; who He is, what He has done and what He continues to do in people’s lives. In this first lesson, we discussed the word ‘change’; how easy it is to change, what things can change and how Jesus changes lives.
Science
