Dear Parents
Firstly, thank you so much for your patience during this last week as the children and I have settled into routines.
Today, we obviously spent some time reflecting and remembering our beloved Queen who sadly passed away yesterday.
English
This week, we have looked at various poems relating to stones, rocks and pebbles. This is because our topic for this half term is Stone Age to Iron Age. The children listened to the poems, wrote a short response and gave them a mark out of 10. The following day, the children wrote their own short poem which they then edited, learnt and read aloud to others. We have also spent some time teaching and explaining the spellings on the homework sheet.
Maths
Each lesson began with a daily maths challenge which included a range of questions. After that, we learnt the value of numbers by looking at place value charts and images. Throughout the week, the children completed various tasks relating to place value. We have also started to learn the 3 times table. 
Topic
We looked at a large timeline and learnt where the Stone Age, Bronze Age and Iron Ages are placed. The children then completed their own mini timelines to stick in their books. Afterwards, we began with the Stone Age and learnt how hunter-gatherers survived.
RE
We began our theme of Called by God by having a class discussion about what the word ‘called’ means. Finally, the children completed a paper mobile phone where they had to write and draw what God might ask them to do.
Homework

 Week 1 – x1 maths homework, x1 reading comprehension

 Week 3 – x1 maths homework, x1 Spelling and Grammar homework 

 Week 4 – no homework (or continue with week if you wish) 

As well as this, children have access to TT rockstars and My Maths and should complete daily reading. 
Homework will be sent home on a Friday and be due back in by the following Thursday. 
We appreciate that people have busy lives, extra-curricular clubs and commitments. Homework is therefore not compulsory but we are offering it for those who wish to complete it.
Today, your child received a reading comprehension sheet, a spelling sheet and a maths task has been set on the My Maths website.
