Dear Parents
English
Our grammar/spelling focus this week has been on the prefixes un and dis. We looked back at our thesaurus work last week to use more advanced vocabulary in sentences this week relating to the Stone Age. On Thursday, the children completed a chart about whether they would or wouldn’t like to live in the Stone Age before taking part in a whole class debate. 
Maths
Our routine continued with 15 daily maths questions followed by a 3 times table sheet. After that we looked at finding 1, 10 or 100 more or less than a number. Today, the children played a game relating to this objective.
Topic
The first lesson on Tuesday was about Stone Age cave art. To try and mimic drawing on cave walls and ceilings, I challenged the children to rest their art sketch books either against a classroom wall or on the underside of their desks. Once they had completed a basic sketch, they sat normally and traced over their sketches with charcoal. The second lesson encouraged them to be historical detectives as they looked at pictures of artefacts and tried to work out what they could deduce from them.
Science
We had a shorter lesson this week due to the bank holiday, but still managed to learn about the three different types of rocks: sedimentary, igneous and metamorphic.
RE
We have started to practise for the forthcoming Harvest Service where some of the children will take part in reading and acting out the Parable of the Sower from the Bible.
Music
We have finally had our first music lesson with the recorders! The children were excellent at following instructions and I’m sure that they will only get better as the weeks progress.

A spelling sheet and a MyMaths task have been allocated this week.
