Dear Parents
English
A special visitor arrived in class this week, clutching a battered suitcase containing London travel guides and a jar of marmalade. Thank you to one pupil who loaned us her Paddington bear to go with the battered suitcase and he has been keeping close eye on all of us as we read the first chapter of the book A Bear called Paddington. Our writing this week has concentrated on learning some new words that appear in the book and writing a diary.
Maths
Now that our knowledge of place value is secure, we have moved on to learning the rules of formal column addition. We started by laying the rules for setting out these types of calculations before attempting 2-digit and 3-digit examples (with and without exchanges). At the end of the week, we played the game Sometimes, Always or Never.
Topic
We left the Stone Age behind and entered the world of the Bronze Age by learning how these ancient people made this metal from copper and tin. We also learnt about the different objects they were buried with and what that told us about them.
Science
The children were once again super scientists and carried out three tests on rock samples. The first one involved dropping water onto rocks to see if they were permeable or impermeable. The second involved dropping rocks in water to see if they floated or sank (density) and the third involved performing a scratch test to check for durability.
