English
Our focus this week has been on poetry, and in particular, shape poetry. We read a selection of shape poems before picking out interesting words and phrases. All the children had a go at presenting a poem to the rest of the class in an engaging way. Towards the end of the week we created a shape poem about a banana as a whole class before each child created their own poem based on a fruit of their choice.
Maths
As well as starting to learn the four times table, we have considered different facts relating to time. We used the knuckles on our hands to learn the number of days in every month of the year and then used plastic analogue clocks to check our knowledge of telling the time.
Science
The topic for this half term is Healthy Humans and we began by looking at the Eatwell Plate and considering the size of each section and the types of food contained in each section.
Topic/Art
The children created some fantastic pencil drawings of four common fruits. We followed a step-by-step guide on a video and the end results were fantastic! Many of them looked 3D because of the clever shading.
PE
We continued with swimming and also revised some basic skills such as throwing, catching, hopping and skipping.
Music
Our recorder lessons are progressing nicely as the children can now play the notes B and A. We have also started to learn the songs that will be sung in the Christmas Carol concert
