Dear Parents
English
Our persuasive letter writing theme continued by looking in detail at some letters from books with a view to examining the layout and features. We used this knowledge to generate a letter to Santa as a class before the children wrote their own letters to Santa. Next week, we will use our knowledge to write another letter persuading children to eat healthily. 
Maths
Our focus this week has been learning to divide larger 2 digit numbers by one digit without leaving a remainder. We learnt different methods to tackle these calculations and recognised that not all the methods worked all of the time.
Science
The children learnt all about the skeleton by completing various tasks. Firstly, they watched a powerpoint explaining the purpose of skeletons and then they completed a worksheet labelling the names of bones. Finally, they worked in groups to construct a paper skeleton and these creations are now adorning our classroom walls and cupboards.
Someone from the Life Education Bus came in to talk to the children on Monday about our brains and how we need to keep them healthy.
PE
A circuit of different activities was set up in the hall and the children visited each activity for a set time before recording their scores and moving on.
Music
We continued to practise the songs for the Carol Concert.
Homework
A spelling sheet has been sent home. 
Topic task to see if practice makes progress. Pick a physical challenge that your child likes to do (e.g. skipping, star jumps, sit-ups) and get them to do that activity for a set time – say 30 seconds. Record how many they could achieve in that time. Repeat this activity for seven days and analyse the result. They could record their findings in their homework books.
