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Waddington After School Provision

Dear Parent/Carer,  
Welcome to WASP Club where we offer both before and after school provision for children aged 3-11 years. 
Breakfast Club
Breakfast Club hours are 7.45am to 8.40am and is run by Mrs Tasker, who is the HLTA in Preschool and Mrs Mandy Whaites who is a playworker and Welfare Assistant. Breakfast is given to your child upon arrival at school and is served until 8.30am. There will be a choice of toast or cereal with fruit juice or water. At 8.40am the children are escorted to their classrooms to settle and get ready for the school day This is an adhoc service where you are not required to book in advance and may drop your child/ren off. The charge for each session is £4.00 per child, per session and is payable on the day in cash. However, if you know your childcare requirements in advance, you are more than welcome to book your child in. In these circumstances you can pay weekly/half termly in cash in advance of the sessions to be used. Alternatively, you can pay via ParentPay, our online payment service on a half termly basis. Please discuss your requirements with Mrs Tasker, she will be able to assist you. 
WASP – After School Club
WASP Club is run from 3.20-5.45pm every day (except Fridays where the club only runs until 4.20pm) by Mrs Walker and Mrs Pallister who are both Teaching Assistants in school. Mrs Fiona Mason, Mrs Mandy Whaites and Mr Ryan Hargreaves who are all playworkers and welfare staff in school support them.
We offer plenty of outdoor play in our wonderful outside playgrounds, including bikes, scooters, hoops, skipping, football, den making amongst other things. Indoors, we offer small world, construction, home corner, dressing up, a range of Arts and Crafts, baking, quiet reading area and on occasions because of bad weather use of the computers in our ICT suite.
Charges
Since WASP Club was brought under the running of school in September 2021, we have been trialling a tiered charging rate for those parents that only need a brief period of childcare after school. So far this has been greeted with a lot of positivity and if school finances allow, we are looking to continue with the tiered rates. 
First Hour Session – Your child is collected from their classroom by our staff by 3.20pm and they will be able to enjoy all that WASP Club has to offer until 4.20pm at the latest. You are of course welcome to collect before 4.20pm. This session does not include snack and is charged at £4.50 per child, per session. 
Full Session – like the first hour session, your child is collected from their classroom by 3.20pm by our staff, and they will be able to join in the activities as they wish. They will have a light snack at 4.20pm and once finished, they will be able to continue having fun and playing until they are collected by their parent/carer. WASP Club closes at 5.45pm (except on Friday’s) so the latest collection will be this time. The charge for this is £9.50 per child per session. For snack we offer foods such as pizza, wraps, toast, fruit loaf, hummus, and pittas, along with a selection of fruit. We bake once a week with the children and this is then used as part of snack the following evening. Water is available throughout each session and squash/water is offered at snack time. Please note that this is a light snack and is not a replacement for a child’s evening meal.
In short: 
First hour session – from 3.20pm-4.20pm, Monday – Friday, Term Time Only, snack not included - £4.50 per child per session. 
Full Session – from 3.20pm – 5.45pm, Monday – Thursday, Term Time only, snack included - £9.50 per child, per session. 

Unlike our Breakfast Club, sessions for WASP Club are intended for regular weekly use and must be booked and paid for the half term in advance. However, we are aware of the need for a certain amount of flexibility as things crop up and we may be able to offer additional sessions to those you have prebooked as a last-minute request. This of course is dependent on our numbers to ensure we maintain the correct adult: child ratios. Please speak to Mrs Walker or Mrs Pallister about your requirements and we will do our best to accommodate you. 
Payments for after school club are payable in advance and an invoice will be sent out to you in the first week of the new half term. 

For both Breakfast and WASP Club sessions we accept payment from approved employee childcare vouchers and through the Government’s Tax Free Childcare scheme. If you wish to pay by any of these methods, please let Mrs Tasker know for Breakfast Club or Mrs Walker/Mrs Pallister for WASP Club. 

Important Information
Prior to your child/ren/s first session at either breakfast or WASP Club, we require a registration form to be completed and handed into the relevant staff member. This is to ensure we have up to date emergency contact numbers and allergy/intolerance/medical information.
