Dear Parents
English
We have started to read the folktale The Lancashire Giant. So far, we have analysed the main character, made predictions about the story, practised reading the parts of the story out loud and learnt the purpose of inverted commas by reading, modelling and acting out speech sentences.
As an extra lesson, the children completed a dictionary/handwriting challenge.
Maths
We have begun to follow the Red Rose Mastery Maths Scheme and this week we have covered rounding to the next hundred and adding and subtracting 1, 10 and 100 from a number. Each lesson has started with our usual daily maths questions which contain a mixture of calculations and times table questions.
PSHE
Our class Rainbow Value is Nurture, so we spent one lesson exploring what the word means and how as a class we can be nurturing to ourselves, our classmates and others in the school. We have also started our new PSHE topic on rights and respect by posing a couple of questions and asking the children to think about their initial responses. At the end of the unit, the children will be asked the same questions to see if their responses are the same or different as a result of what they have learnt.
RE
We started our new topic by having a whole class discussion about the word ‘change’. I asked the children what the word means, if change is easy or difficult and what things can change in our lives. After writing down their responses in the class RE Scrapbook, the children decorated a paper butterfly to remind them how change happens in nature.
Music
We are continuing to learn the recorder as well as listen to and discuss different songs.
