Dear Parents
English
Activities this week around the story of The Lancashire Giant have included choosing three events from the story and writing how a character felt; reading eight statements from the story, deciding whether they were true or false then finding evidence from the text to support the judgement, and finally, writing a diary entry from the point of view of the main character.
Next week, the children will plan their own versions of The Lancashire Giant.
Maths
The children have continued to be fantastic at tackling this new Maths scheme. This week they have used compensation to complete mental addition and subtraction problems before moving on to doubling and learning the 8 times table. 
Topic
The children were given a map of the United Kingdom and asked to label Lancashire and its surrounding counties. Afterwards, they worked in pairs and used laptops to research facts about our county. Finally, they used atlases to locate major cities in England, Wales, Scotland and N.Ireland.
RE
We read the Bible story of Blind Bartimaeus. Each table group then acted out the story before completing a before and after chart in their books, showing how Bartimaeus changed as a result of meeting Jesus.
PE
Gymnastics began this week with the children learning that tension and extension are important components in many gymnastics skills.
Music
We are continuing to learn the recorder as well as listen to and discuss different songs.
Homework
A spelling sheet has been sent home this week. Also, a Maths sheet has been sent home instead of a My Maths task. I am aware that some pupils prefer paper calculations and so I will be sending out sheets during the Spring Term. My Maths will resume in the Summer term, but please encourage your child to play any of the games and visit the TTRS website.
Also this week, if your child would like to complete some topic challenges, below are a few suggestions.
· Make a model of a local landmark using recyclable materials.
· Draw and paint something from our local area. It could a man- made object or something from nature.
· Create a PowerPoint about Lancashire and either email it to school or bring it in on a usb stick.
· Find out about a famous person from Lancashire and write up your findings in your homework book.
· Take a photograph of a local scene.
· Make a map showing how you would get from your house to Tesco in Clitheroe.
