English
We have spent this week planning and starting to write our own versions of The Lancashire Giant story. The grammar focus this week has been prepositions, so in the writing phase the children have been encouraged to include a preposition sentence and one inverted commas sentence (which was the grammar focus last week).
Maths
We ended last week learning the 8 times table and the lessons this week have continued with a multiplication theme. We began by looking at Venn and Carroll diagrams and using them to sort numbers. Next, we learnt how to make numbers ten times bigger before revisiting the grid method of multiplication.
Topic
We had a fantastic trip to Clitheroe Library on Tuesday (photos are on our school Facebook page) where we learnt about the history of our local area. On Monday, the children learnt about the 8 points of a compass by locating places on a grid map. Afterwards, they made a super attempt at drawing the classroom from a birds-eye viewpoint.

This week we looked at Matthew and Zacchaeus in the Bible and learnt how they changed after meeting Jesus. As well as outward changes, we discovered that the main changes occurred in the heart.
