English
We began our biographical writing by listening to and reading biographies of famous people such as Marie Curie, Stephen Hawking, Roald Dahl and JK Rowling. From our reading we learnt that biographies are non-fiction accounts written in the third person and in chronological order.
On Wednesday, we used the English and ICT lessons to research famous Lancastrians.
On Thursday, we collected a list of time conjunctions and started to use those in a first draft of a biography of a famous Lancastrian.
Maths
Our focus this week has been on fractions, fraction problems and division. Each lesson has started with 12 mixed calculation questions followed by a starter problem linked to the lesson theme.
Topic
The children were given five maps of Waddington from different years and asked to put them in order from oldest to most recent. They were also asked to see if they could spot any similarities and differences between them.
Afterwards, they learnt what is meant by a physical and human feature in the environment. To check their understanding of these terms, we all went outside the classroom to spot these features around the school grounds.
RE
We read the Bible story of the rich young man and how he had approached Jesus to ask him how to get eternal life. Jesus gave him an answer but the young man decided not to obey but walk away instead. From this we discussed how change is hard and how we need God’s help to accomplish it.

We have continued to practice the gymnastics routines learnt last week.
