Dear Parents
English
We have started to read the book The Iron Man by Ted Hughes. To begin, the children listened to a description of the Iron Man and then drew a picture of what they thought he looked like. For the remainder of the week we have completed chapter one and had lots of discussions about sentence structure and word classification and the effects of these on the reader. The children have also written a diary imagining they saw the Iron Man step off the cliff.
Maths
Our unit of work has concentrated on lines and angles in 2D shapes. The children have been reminded of the vocabulary connected with this learning and they have applied their knowledge to various challenges which has generated lots of discussions.
Topic
The children learnt about leavers and linkages and afterwards I gave them all a piece of paper and some paper fasteners to see if they could create their own levers and linkages. Going forward, the children will apply that knowledge to create a poster with a moveable part.
Science
Our topic is forces and magnets. Our first lesson began with the children completing a mind map of what they already knew about these subjects before moving on to look at pushes and pulls in more detail.
PE
Coach Phil has started teaching the children invasion games on a Tuesday.
