English
Before we move on to writing our own information leaflet, this week we have looked at the features of persuasive writing. We learnt how a persuasive poster usually contains an intriguing question, a snappy slogan and appealing adjectives. The children worked in groups to spot these features on posters and then created their own persuasive text advertising something from Roman times. We have also been revising grammar concepts covered during Year 3.
Maths
Maths this week has concentrated on subtraction. The children have been reminded how to use the column method as well as spot when to use a bridging method especially when a number has been close to a multiple of 10 or 100.
Topic
The question we answered this week was ‘Who was Boudicca?’ We read a description of her written by a Roman historian and the children used that information to draw a portrait of her. We also learnt that she was the queen of the Iceni tribe who fought many battles with the Romans but lost the final one at Watling Street. The children’s final task was to look at a picture of a Celtic warrior and a Roman soldier and spot similarities and differences.

In our class lesson on Tuesday we continued with the theme of rules. In our visit to Slaidburn School on Wednesday we learnt about Hinduism, Islam and Sikhism and gained a better understanding of different beliefs and customs.
