English
As a whole class, we worked together to create a non-fiction page about children in Roman Britain. We paid particular attention to how we wanted the information to look on a page. After that, the children worked in groups to research five aspects of the Romans in Britain. Next week, each child will design their own information page so that we can create a class book based on our collective knowledge.
Maths
