English
We have begun a unit of work on the classic poem The Spider and the Fly. Maths

To demonstrate understanding, each pupil completed a poster that illustrated loving God and loving others.

At this time of the year, as well as teaching the topic ‘How does your garden grow?’ I am also fitting in outstanding objectives that haven’t been covered in other topics. This week, we looked at what causes earthquakes. The children watched a PowerPoint and completed a short task in their books.

Coach Phil completed his cricket teaching by organising a game for the class the class to play. Next week, he will start his lessons on orienteering. Today, I began teaching rounders to the children.
