English
This week we have concentrated on writing a story based on the poem The Spider and the Fly. Our shared write was about a worm rather than a fly that was visiting the spider and the spider was trying to entice it into his house. Once the shared write had been completed, the children planned and wrote their own versions based on an insect of their choice.
Maths
