English
We have started our new series of lessons based on an extract from the book The Secret Garden by Frances Hodgson Burnett. The extract talks about when Mary first discovers and enters the garden so our initial lessons have concentrated on designing a garden, listening to the story The Curious Garden and learning about a real secret garden in Blenheim Palace.
Maths
Maths lessons this week have had fractions as a theme. The children have learnt how to place fractions on a number line, how to order fractions and how to recognise equivalent fractions. 
RE
Our lesson concentrated on the class worship Bible story which this week was when Jesus calmed the storm. The children worked in pairs to answer some questions based on the text. At the end, we discussed how even though people don’t always follow the rules – which has been our main topic for the past few weeks – the wind and the waves instantly obeyed Jesus’ command.
Topic/Science

The children learnt what the terms germination, pollination and fertilisation meant in this context. Afterwards, they wrote about the seven different ways seeds can be dispersed.
In addition, on Wednesday we used our ICT slot to research the different parts of a volcano and where in the world they can be located.
