	FUN MATHS FRIDAY Mystery
Today is a Valentine’s Day–themed Math Mystery.  The children are used to the format of these and how to solve them, however they have always done them in pairs in class.  If your child is able to partner up with someone via FaceTime or similar, it might be a nice way for them to do it.
The mystery has a variety of maths problems which draw upon things learnt this half-term and before Christmas.  The video reminds the children of some of the skills they will need to solve the problems and a reminder of how to solve the mystery.
