Her appearance was terrifying.” Boudica and her daughters drove round in her chariot to all her tribes before the battle, ordering them to be brave. She cried that she was descended from mighty men but she was fighting as an ordinary person for her lost freedom. She told the men, ‘Win the battle or perish: that is what I, a woman will do; you men can live on in slavery if that’s what you want.’

Using each of these three sources of information, answer the following questions:

1. What did Boudica look like and how do we know?
2. Was Boudica a hero or a villain?  Why do you think that?
3. Boudica’s rebellion failed.  Do you think she was a good leader?  Explain your opinion using what you have learnt about her.

Create a poster of Boudica, showing her as either a hero or a villain, depending on your opinion of her.  Use interesting words on the poster to describe her.
