NEWS REPORTS
News reports can be:
· Written (for example a newspaper or online news website)
· Presented (for example a TV or radio news programme)
All news reports should:
· Be written in past tense – you are reporting what has already happened
· Start with the key information – what? Who? When? Where?
· Expand on the key information with other relevant details
· Make it sound exciting by using exaggerated words (heroic actions, risked his life, terrifying beast, etc)
· Include an interview with someone involved or someone who witnessed what happened (remember if you are doing a written report, you need to use the correct punctuation for dialogue when including what your interviewee says)
· Include the facts but make it sound sensational
An example of a news report is the comprehension set as last Tuesday’s alternative task, which is still available to download from the class website if you need an idea of how to set it out or what to include.
