English Overview
Our first unit will be writing a new chapter/scene linked to a novel/story with an historical setting. We will be reading extracts from various stories with this setting e.g. The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe and Alice in Wonderland.  Our main novel will be Oliver Twist retold by Gill Tavner. Our second unit will be writing a play script for a new scene of a familiar film or book (The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe).
Grammar focus – complex sentences using relative clauses with relative pronouns (who, which, where); creating and punctuating complex sentences using -ing openers; demarcating complex sentences using commas and explore the ambiguity of meaning and identifying and using brackets and dashes. 
Spellings will continue to be sent home at the end of the week. Please remember to check your child’s spelling folder and return it to school on Thursdays. 
Reading Books Please ensure your child brings their Reading Journal with their book to school every day. Children should still be reading aloud at home, please have a discussion with your child about what they are reading and record in their Reading Journal. A set of useful questions has been stuck in the back of their reading journal to help you ask the right level of questions to help your child. 














Maths Overview
This half term the focus is on:
a) Place Value – 3 decimal places; rounding decimals; negative numbers
b) Addition and Subtraction – mental strategies; using rounding to check; formal written methods; choosing an appropriate strategy based on the numbers involved
c) Multiplication – multiples; factors; prime numbers; written methods 
d) Measures – multiplying and dividing numbers by 100 ,1000; converting between measures; length; mass; capacity
e) Geometry – reflection; co-ordinates; translation; measuring, estimating and drawing angles; calculating missing angles
Please continue to encourage your child with their tables and using TTRS online. This is essential practice for improvement in all areas of maths. 









Science and PE
Move and Learn Project – This half term Year 5 will be taking part in this project run by Accrington Stanley Community Trust. Coach Josh will be in school on Monday afternoons. There is a science lesson followed by a PE lesson.  It focusses on developing key skills in four main areas: Physical fitness; Motor coordination; Cognitive functions & creativity and Life skills. Children learn about the importance of physical activity and how to eat a balanced diet and lead an active lifestyle.






Other Subjects:
Computing – coding 
History – children’s lives during the industrial revolution
Geography – Learning from maps about food production and changes in land use over time. 
Art – An artist study – Lowry 
Music – We will be studying ‘Winter’ from the ‘Four Seasons’ composed by Vivaldi 
Religious Education – Epiphany and Jesus as a teacher (learning from his parables) 
Physical Education –All year 5 this term, will get training from the PE team at LCC in how to be a Playleader – those that choose to, from this, can go on to become a Playleader, running a lunchtime club with some of the infant classes. During Wednesdays PE lessons with Mrs Kirkman, creative games will be played and explored in preparation for this. 
PSHE - Growth mindset, learning styles, how our brains work. More details to follow.
